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Abstract

Most African countries are associated with unending political disputes. Instead of
amicably ending them, smart power-play approaches continue to degenerate the
African nations. The paper therefore seeks to establish the nexus between political
crises, coups d'état and tourism in the Sub-Saharan African region and determine
destination survival strategies for tourism businesses in environments with a political
crisis.
